
The District will spend
$67,000 from its McLeod
Lake Mackenzie Commu-
nity Forest dividends on
road grading and mainte-
nance, safety and traffic
signage for Morfee Moun-
tain road this year, after
Council approved the
funding last week.

The District was granted a
license of occupation for
the road in 2025 to take
over responsibility from
Telus, following
increased recreational
traffic from trail develop-
ment on the mountain
(see also Buzzette October
2, 2025).

Liability for use of the road
will now be held by the
District.

A 10-year  management
plan estimated to cost
$1.68 million will be tabled
this year, with road inspec-
tions and maintenance
being sourced from outside

Gym users ask for return of hours
A letter and petition pre-
sented to Council last week
asked Rec Services to con-
sider restoring the Rec
Centre gym hours or
reduce Rec Centre mem-
bership fees.

The issue of reduced hours
at the Rec Centre has been
raised with Council at pre-
vious meetings as well.

Last year, Council
approved a cost-cutting

plan which included sea-
sonal closure of the Rec
Centre, including the gym,
for half days on Mondays
and full days on Sundays
from April to October. (See

Council discussed the con-
cerns but defended their
decision in light of the
sharp reduction in indus-
trial tax revenues in recent
years.

Americans top the list of
“Somewhat Bad” in a survey
measuring people’s percep-
tions of the ethics and moral-
ity of their fellow country-
men.

The survey, conducted in
2025 by Pew Research
Center, found that 53% of
U.S. citizens regarded their
fellow citizens as “Some-
what” or “Very” bad ethically
and morally.

Out of 25 countries surveyed,
Canada was at the bottom of
the list, with 92% of respon-
dents regarding their fellow
citizens as “Very” or “Some-
what” good on the same scale.

Norway tests short range
e-hybrid flights
The Norwegian govern-
ment is experimenting with
short, 9-passenger hybrid-
electric planes to replace
long driving routes with
short range flights.

The tests use the U.S.-made
Electra aircraft which has
an ultra-short configuration
and electric vertical takeoff
capability, allowing it to
take off and land on smaller
surfaces, as little as 50
metres.
